7:45-8: Greet the students at the door with a nice firm handshake and a smile, let them know to drop off their book bags on the back carpet find their seat and start on the morning work; everything is provided that they may need.
8-8:05:Morning Work—Six plus five equals nine, the children will have to come up with a strategy to make this statement true, using the six vertical lines drawn .

8:05-8:50: Introduction and Community Building
· Let the children know that they are in the right place; this eases some of the tenseness.

· Introduce myself, tell the children a little about myself (where I am from, what school I went to, way I want to be their teacher, and talk about family).
· Share with the students my desk and have them guess what the different symbols represent.
· Students will complete the student interest inventory survey (this will help me get to know the students).

· Rules, Procedures, and Expectations: -Have the children discuss with me what rules are, why we should have rules and some rules that they believe are necessary for the class to run smoothly.

· Practice the rules in procedure as if they had just got to school in the morning, so call the children to get their book bags and line up outside the door practicing the rules and procedures that we discussed.

9-9:30 School Assembly (in the gymnasium)

9:30-10: Literacy Block

· Discuss the centers around the class.

· Teach the children how to find a “Just Right Book.”

· Have the children practice the procedures for using the class’s resources and my expectations during center time.

· The children will practice finding a “Just Right Book” during any down time, if they finish early or whatever the case may be, reading is strongly suggested if students are ever in doubt of what to do next.

10:10-10:40 Classroom Jobs, Restroom, and Break: Before going to the restroom introduce class jobs and have the children define what each job’s descriptions are. After the jobs have been clearly defined assign the jobs to the student’s, letting them know that the jobs are to be taken seriously.

10:40-11 Discuss and questions, comments or concerns and the morning stretch exercise (to wake the students up and get them moving).
11-12:40 Math Block

· Review of concepts taught in the 4th grade and a math pre-assessment.
